English
Writing

In the first half term, we will be studying ‘Gorilla’ by
Anthony Browne. The independent task will be writing
narratives based around the story.

After half term we will be studying Leon and the Place
Between by Graham Baker Smith. We will be writing
diaries about what happened in the place between from
Leon’s viewpoint.

Reading

Our book talk lessons this term will be based around The
Owl Tree by Jenny Nimmo in Autumn 1 and a selection
of poetry in Autumn 2.

We will be completing a reading comprehension based
around the VIPERS skills each fortnight alongside oracy
sessions from ‘Let’s think in English’

Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar

Autumn 1: Revisiting previous learning including full
stops, capital letters, exclamation and question marks,
commas for lists, past and present tense, expanded noun
phrases and inverted commas for speech.

Autumn 2: Apostrophes, present perfect tense,
prepositions, conjunctions, adverbial phrases and
subordination.

For Spelling, we follow the Jason Wade Sounds and
Syllables scheme.
